John Hughes, Gellidara. He wrote many englynion and a few cywyddau; he won prizes at eisteddfodau held at Pwllheli, 1875,
and Caernarvon, 1880 and 1894. His later years were spent at Liwyn'rhudol, Aber-erch. He died in April 1915 at Gellidara
and was buried at Penrhos, near Pwllheli.
